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RULES AND GUIDELINES

1. The Ivey Film Festival (IFF) is open to all post-secondary school students currently enrolled at the University of Western Ontario and all of its affiliate colleges including Brescia University College, King’s University College, and Huron College.

2. Films must be directed, edited and produced by eligible post-secondary education students. Professors or advisors are permitted to oversee the project and provide general direction. Films must not involve professional filmmakers. 

3. Teachers/advisors may submit films on behalf of students.

4.    Submissions must be received before March 10, 2010 at 12:00pm.

5.   All films must have been produced after January 1, 2007.
6.   Previous submissions from IFF 2008-2009 will not be accepted.
7.   Films must not exceed 8 minutes in length including credits. 

8.   All non-English language films must have English subtitles. 

9.   Participants can submit more than one (1) film. Note: each film requires a separate entry form. 
10. Films will be screened to determine the appropriateness of the content. The films will be sent back to the contestant if there are any issues, giving them ample time to make adjustments to the film.  
11. The Ivey Film Festival reserves the right to reject films with excessive violence, swearing, innuendos and/or violence.
12. Due to the volume of submissions, there is no guarantee that your film will be featured online or screened the night of the festival.
13. Participants are responsible for obtaining any necessary approvals for use of music, visuals, and screenplays.  The Ivey Film Festival accepts no responsibility for copyright infringement or other misuse. 

14. By submitting a film to the Festival, participants expressly grant permission to the Ivey Film Festival to use clips of their film(s) for promotional or other purposes designed to further the IFF.
